Each parcel, lot, or tract zoned or used for residential use shall be limited to 2 detached accessory buildings with 

no more than one in excess of 144 square feet (12 x 12).  No accessory building or buildings shall occupy more 

than 30% of a rear yard, nor exceed 1,000 square feet of total floor area. 

 

A 48 hour notice is required for the request of a water meter.  An appointment will need to be set up for 

delivery of the water meter and radio installation.
